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ON A ROMAN LAMP DISCOVERED IN THE DACIAN FORTRESS
FROM ARDEU, HUNEDOARA COUNTY, ROMANIA®

1. Geographical position

Ardeu village (Pl I), a small locality, first documentary certified in 1509. The local community
which nowdays comprises a small number of members, has been occupied with husbandry,
agriculture as the rough mountain lerrain permited, an also with making lime by burning the
calcareous stone. Being on one of the roads which unite the Mureg Valley with area rich in precious
metals, the village is placed between two “thresholds” being surrounding by elevations. The
entrance into the village, in its southern part, is guarded by Cetdteaua®, a hill formed of Jurassic
calcareous stones, unfortunately distroied by stone exploitation actlivity (Fig. 1)°.
